5/ Manners is a major theme in the book, describe one or two scenes in the film where the director deals with it.

6/ How is the theme of writing and correspondence treated in the film?

7/ The director of the film, Ang Lee, is originally from Taiwan.  From your viewing of the film and understanding of the book, do you think that this makes a difference? Does it add or detract from the quintessentially ‘English’ story?
